Northwest Foundation reaches historic levels for contributions in FY 16

Scholarship support remains a central mission of
the Foundation, which awarded a record of nearly
$856,000 in scholarships to 1,210 students during
Fiscal Year 16.That is an increase of 57 scholarship
awards and nearly $115,000 more than the previous
record.

Furthermore, the Foundation achieved an impressive
97 percent increase in 1905 Society memberships
during FY16.The 1905 Society is the premier giving
society for annual gifts, recognizing supporters who
make an annual unrestricted gift of $1,000 or more.

“We are grateful for the passion and support
provided by donors,” Northwest President Dr. John
Jasinski said. “Their gifts stand as a testimony to
what it means to be a Bearcat — caring, connecting
and supporting in the name of learning. Such strong
private support of Northwest is another indicator of
the momentum in place and helps us propel to new
levels.”

Northwest’s Adopt-a-Bearcat scholarship program,
supported through donors, awarded scholarships
worth a total of more than $99,000 — an increase of
nearly $13,000 compared to the prior year —to 175
students. The Adopt-a-Bearcat Scholarship program
meets a critical need for scholarship dollars, and
donor contributions are matched in $250 increments
for a minimum of a $500 scholarship. In return,
donors may elect to name their scholarship, which
goes to a deserving student who might otherwise
not be able to afford the opportunity of a Northwest
education.

Additionally, the total number of donors supporting
the Foundation’s annual giving program increased by
almost 7 percent. Giving by Northwest faculty and
staff increased by more than 30 percent, representing
the highest percentage in the institution’s history and
placing it among the top 75 percent of all master’s-
granting institutions.

“A record year exemplifies donors’ desire to impact
our students’ success, faculty and staff support,
and a campus relevant and valued in positioning
a better tomorrow,” Vice President of University
Advancement Mike Johnson ’85 said. “I offer my
humble thanks to all involved in inspiring the
investment in our institution.”

The Northwest Foundation, a 501(c) 3 not-for-
profit corporation, is responsible for receiving,
investing, stewarding and disbursing private support
on behalf of the donors of Northwest Missouri
State University for the benefit of the University, its
students, faculty, staff and alumni. The Northwest
Foundation, governed by a 33-member volunteer
board of directors, is staffed by members of
Northwest’s Office of University Advancement.

L. Faust Scholarship.

“I think meeting scholarship recipients kind of reminds you of
when you were in school and back when you were a struggling
student trying to make ends meet,” Faust said. “It just gives me
lot of joy to be able to help the young people today get the same
Northwest education that I got 40-plus years ago.”

A GIFT OF ART

Alumnus’ donation provides new study resource for
art students

The Northwest community has a new painting to study and
enjoy, thanks to the generosity of Sheldon Saxton’07 and his
donation of “Still Life: Lemons and Playing Cards,” an oil-on-
canvas painting by Russian artist Sergei Morozov.

“Some things that don't always go realized are that our faculty
are able to benefit from a gift like this,” Dr. Joe Kreizinger,
chair of the Department of Fine and Performing Arts, said. “It’s
providing new opportunities for our students and our community.
Both the University and the extended community are able to
enjoy and appreciate this piece, and most importantly it does
allow our students to experience a new work, a new artist, a new
period.”

Saxton, a Maryville resident, acquired the painting, valued
at about $4,400, at an auction but never found an appropriate
place to display it in his own home. He wanted the University to
benefit from the painting and help enrich students’ studies.

“I love this place,” he said. “I have a lot of great memories here,
so I wanted to try to help them out because they’ve helped me
out through life.”

Assistant Professor of Art Dr. Stuart Robinson said the painting
presents multiple instructional uses for faculty and students,
particularly to early painting students who begin their studies
with still life works.

“They work intensely at these things,” Robinson said. “So it’s

The Fifth District Normal School opened in 1905, offering two-year
programs to educate teachers for the region. The name was changed to
Northwest Missouri State Teachers College in 1919 as the curriculum
began to focus on four-year programs. As its prominence as a regional
institution began to grow and the fields of study continued to expand, the
name was changed to Northwest Missouri State College in 1949. Finally,
as the breadth of its programs continued to increase, especially graduate
studies, the name Northwest Missouri State University was approved in
1972. No matter the formal name, the institution has always been known
by its alumni and friends as Northwest.
