Hughes Fieldhouse will enhance student, community engagement

When Northwest
began formulating
plans to build a facility
designed to enhance
student engagement
and wellness, raise
its competitive
advantage in collegiate
athletics and enrich
partnerships with the
Maryville community,
Melvin 67 and Valorie
Booth were among
the first to join the
team.

“One of the reasons
we stepped up early
on with a significant
gift was to put a
meaningful number to
it and let people know
we're serious about it,
and we really believe
in the future,” Mel
Booth said.

'The Booth family’s seven-figure gift in support
of the Carl and Cheryl Hughes Fieldhouse helped
propel the Northwest Foundation and the University
to break ground in June on the 137,250 square-foot,
$20 million facility, which is designed to serve a
multitude of social, recreational and economic needs
for the University and region.

While the project represents the single largest
public-private partnership in Northwest’s 112-
year history and one of the largest such projects
in the region ever, donors have so far committed
$13.5 million to it through donations and pledges
secured by the Northwest Foundation. Multiple
other sources, including the University and students,
are contributing to the project while a remaining
$150,000 gap must be raised to complete the facility.

The Booths are among the leading supporters of
the project, joining Carl’76 and Cheryl Deweerdt
Hughes 78 and the Hughes Family Foundation, the
city of Maryville and Nodaway Valley Bank as “team
captains” of the Founding 50, a group representing
donors giving $50,000 and greater.

“This, to me, is a game changer,” Mel Booth
said. “Northwest has always been at the forefront
of delivering a top-notch education and student
engagement experience. The Hughes Fieldhouse
represents the next step in this evolution to keep
Northwest on the cutting edge.”

Since graduating from Northwest with a bachelor’s
degree in accounting, Mel Booth has led multibillion
dollar companies worldwide in the pharmaceutical
and life sciences fields.

The steel skeleton of the Hughes Fieldhouse began rising from the ground
this fall.

He and his wife, Valorie, established the Melvin D.
and Valorie G. Booth Bethany Business Scholarship
at Northwest in 2001 after making a major gift to the
University to establish the Booth School of Business,
which was subsequently named in their honor.

Supporters of the University and the community
have found ways to contribute to the campaign, and
the Booths actively encourage others to be a part of
it — at any level of giving.

Nodaway Valley Bank also has a long-standing
partnership that dates back to before Northwest’s
1905 founding when the bank’s president at that time,
James B. Robinson, helped make sure state officials
looking at locations for a new state college came to
Maryville.

Through the years, Nodaway Valley Bank has given
to Northwest in support of scholarships and academic
programing. In 2012, the bank provided a large cash
gift that resulted in Northwest’s state-of-the-art
video board at Bearcat Stadium.

“This University is very important to the city, to our
area, to the people that live here,” James G. Robinson,
Nodaway Valley Bank’s chief executive officer, said.
“Without things like this progressing, you would
see a different population. Without the University
in Nodaway County, this would be a lot different
economic situation, and it’s always been a part of the
bank.”

A grand opening of the Hughes Fieldhouse is
targeted during summer 2018.

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Northwest Foundation reaches historic levels for contributions in FY17

The Northwest Foundation, the
fundraising arm of Northwest, recorded a
historic fiscal year 2017, securing nearly $13
million in donor funding while exceeding its
goal for the year by 82 percent.

'The historic year included three seven-
figure gifts, while the average gift increased
20 percent to about $4,700, outdoing peer
institutions by 16 percent. Ninety-four
percent of the total funds raised by the
Foundation were cash contributions, which
also is an all-time high for the organization.

“Our donors and alumni are so passionate
about Northwest, and we are grateful for
the support they continue to show the
University,” Northwest President Dr. John
Jasinski said. “Their gifts are a testament
to their belief in our mission of focusing
on student success — every student every
day — and our focus on providing a quality
education that is accessible and affordable
to all. Further, this level of private support
is another indicator of Northwest’s strength
and culture as an institution known for
being safe, trusted, invested and resourceful.”

Among the Foundation’s FY17 highlights,
with the support of a lead gift by the
Hughes Family Foundation, was the June
groundbreaking for the Carl and Cheryl
Hughes Fieldhouse. The Founding 50, a
group of lead donors who have committed
gifts of $50,000 or greater to the project,
grew to a membership of 74 donors whose

gifts represent 99 percent of the dollars
raised. Already one of the largest public-
private partnerships ever in the region, the
project also has secured the largest amount
of donor funding for a capital project in
Northwest’s history.

Scholarship support remains a central
mission of the Foundation, which awarded
a record of nearly $1 million to 1,146
students during FY17. That is a 13-percent
increase from the prior year, while the
average award increased by 20 percent to a
high of about $850 per scholarship.

Furthermore, the Foundation achieved a 3
percent increase in funding raised through
its 1905 Society during FY17.The 1905
Society is the premier giving society for
annual gifts, recognizing supporters who
make an annual unrestricted gift of $1,000
or more. It has doubled its membership
since its inception in 2007.

The average gift supporting the
Foundation’s annual giving program
increased by 11 percent, while giving
by Northwest faculty and staff reached
a historic 45 percent during FY17,
representing the highest percentage in
the institution’s history and a 59 percent
increase in dollars raised from FY16.The
giving level by Northwest employees places
the institution among the top 75 percent
of all master’s-granting institutions, while
Northwest alumni giving outpaces peer

institutions by nearly 6 percent.

In addition to its annual giving programs
and donor stewardship, the Foundation’s
alumni engagement activities saw success.
The Northwest Alumni Association in
February chartered the Black Alumni and
Friends chapter as its 21st afhliate group.
The number of Alumni Association-
sponsored events increased by 37 percent
while alumni volunteer hours dedicated to
organizing and hosting events increased
by 51 percent from FY16. The Northwest
Alumni Association counts its membership
as 70,000 alumni and friends of the
University.

The Northwest Foundation, a 501(c) 3
not-for-profit corporation, is responsible
for receiving, investing, stewarding and
disbursing private support on behalf of
the donors of Northwest Missouri State
University for the benefit of the University,
its students, faculty, staft and alumni. The
Northwest Foundation, governed by a
33-member volunteer board of directors, is
staffed by members of Northwest’s Office of
University Advancement.

The Foundation’s total assets under
management increased 11 percent to
$34.9 million while its endowment stands
at nearly $24.2 million. In FY17, the
Foundation provided $6.3 million to the
University to support various needs.

The Northwest community gathered in October to celebrate the
expansion of its alumni center and honor Michael L. Faust 74,
whose name is now attached to the historic structure.

“Mike’s commitment to Northwest Missouri State University
is unprecedented, through his extensive sharing of his time, his
talent and his many treasures,” Mike Johnson 85, Northwest’s vice
president of university advancement and the executive director of the
Northwest Foundation, said. “Mike’s loyalty goes beyond a passion
to make his beloved alma mater a better place to learn and grow. His
servant leadership has been demonstrated over the numerous ways in
which he has single handedly devoted himself to others, giving in so
many ways as a donor, on our board and as executive in residence.”
Faust dedicated a 36-year career to Peter Kiewit Sons’Inc., an
Omaha, Nebraska, company where Walter Scott was chairman and
chief executive officer. Faust, who retired in 2015 as the assistant
to the chairman, also is a director of the Scott Foundation and a
staunch supporter of the Scotts’ civic and philanthropic activities.

Additionally, he made a significant contribution toward the
construction of the Robert and Virginia Foster Fitness Center.
